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Reading the Bible in 3 years

So you’ve decided to read the entire Bible starting 1 January and finishing December 31st 2011!
Above all else, remember that reading the Bible can be a living event, so listen for the Holy Spirit speaking to you as you read. 

We have designed a scheme which alternates between Old and New Testament books.  You will read only part of some of the longer books and then return to finish them later. This is to help you keep interest when reading a book like Leviticus.
In this envelope you will find  “a rough introduction for each book of the Bible” and “the readings” for you to mark off each day as you go.  

The daily emails will be sent early each morning and are in the same order as the printed readings. You will still need the enclosed paper copy for when away from your computer, on holiday, etc.

On the new church website there is a discussion forum to post comments and questions.  And you will find downloads of the reading scheme and rough introduction for each book of the Bible which are the same as the printed versions you have received. 

We really hope there are no errors or omissions but with 1095 readings having been prepared, there may be.  This is more likely to be a problem with the daily emails. If you do get a wrong one or a problem, please alert us straight away so we can get a fix in place.  If you hit a problem with your email the paper copy will keep you going.
